TOPIC:  Integrated Systems for Building Cooling  Heating and Power





SPEAKER:  Thom Clemens





Presentation Summary for October 9, 2001 Roanoke ASHRAE Meeting





Mr. Clemens enjoys assisting others in learning about new trends in HVAC technology, especially relating to energy conservation and dehumidification.  He will speak on the DOE’s Buildings, Heating, Cooling and Power Initiative (BCHP) and how desiccant technology can be utilized for the treatment of ventilation air to improve IAQ and Implementation of BCHP will allow for more power generation from cleaner fuels, utilization of thermal energy previously wasted for use in cooling, heating or for humidity control by dehumidification.  BCHP systems consist of the integration of power generation equipment (gas turbines, micro-turbines, internal combustion engines and fuel cells); thermal systems (water chillers, air conditioners and refrigeration - electric or engine-driven), boilers and thermal storage; ventilation/IAQ systems (desiccant, enthalpy and other energy recovery devices) and building control and system integration technologies.





Biography


Mr. Clemens has over 25 years of experience in the application, sales and marketing of industrial capital equipment from pumps to air handlers. The last 15 years have been in the area of the HVAC industry specializing in desiccant dehumidification for humidity control. Thom is experienced in the range of application of desiccant technology from ambient to minus 100° F dew point or 0.0068 GPP.


Mr. Clemens is skilled in selection and application of dehumidification equipment across a broad base of users including: pharmaceutical, plastics, pneumatic conveying, material drying, condensation control, clean rooms, battery manufacturing, windshield laminating, storage, test facilities including major wind tunnels and many more including commercial space conditioning.  He has an in depth understanding of dehumidification, psychrometrics, desiccants, cooling, heating and other processes required for “air conditioning” including the issues of IAQ for healthy indoor environments. 


Mr. Clemens holds a Bachelor of Science degree in Industrial Engineering from Newark College of Engineering: New Jersey Institute of Technology.  He is a member of the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating, and Air-Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE).   He is an active member and immediate past Chair of ASHRAE Technical Committee 3.5, which is responsible for Desiccant Technology.  He has served as secretary of the standards sub-committee responsible for the Method of Test for Desiccant Dehumidifiers (SPC-139-P).  Mr. Clemens was a member-representative of the Desiccant Dehumidification and Desiccant Cooling Section of the American Refrigeration Institute (ARI).  He chaired the Product Section and the Engineering Committee, which developed rating and certification standards for desiccant equipment (ARI-940-P).   Mr. Clemens was the member-representative to the American Gas Cooling Center (AGCC). The AGCC is dedicated the promotion and marketing of gas-fired desiccant-based equipment as well as gas-fired cooling products. He is a member of the Center’s Manufacturer’s Advisory committee.   Thom is a past member of the Department of Energy’s Buildings, Cooling, Heating and Power (BCHP) Initiative advisory committee.
