MATHCOUNTS is a national math competition for middle school students (sixth, seventh, and eighth grades) sponsored by the National Society of Professional Engineers and other associations and businesses.  ASHRAE is deeply involved in this program.  ASHRAE members involved in this year’s competition were Pat Cady, Keith Workman, and Ron Bessette.  Mike Baratta, Bob Canova, and Michelle Caruthers represented VSPE.  All have been working for the past year to help provide this year’s February 7, 2004 MATHCOUNTS Competition.  





Five schools in the Roanoke region of NSPE were involved in this competition.  These schools included Andrew Lewis Middle School, Staunton River Middle School, Greater Roanoke Home Educators Home School, Martinsville Middle School, and William Byrd Middle School.  GRHE received top honors as the highest scoring team.  This team and the next two highest scoring students will be going to Richmond in March to compete against the other regional winners in the state.  The top four students in the state competition will be going to Washington, D.C. in May to compete against the students winning their states’ competitions.  





The next competition will be in February 2005.  We hope to get the industry involved to help support MATHCOUNTS.  There are many costs associated with MATHCOUNTS.  These include mailing information to all 30+ schools in the region, keeping those schools, who do accept the challenge to compete, informed about the date and location of the competition, providing for facility rental, providing lunch and trophies to the competitors, and providing travel money to the winning team and two students and their coaches to go to Richmond for the state competition.

David Henderson, P.E. is a 1980 civil engineering graduate of the University of Maryland, and received a MSCE from VA Tech in 2000.  He has 23-years of consulting experience and is currently a Senior Associate in the firm of Hayes, Seay, Mattern & Mattern, Inc.  While at HSMM, he has been involved with multiple projects that had force protection or security components (correctional, military, other governmental, and industrial facilities).  He is responsible within the HSMM organization to lead the preparation of federally required vulnerability assessments in the water and wastewater industry.





Mr. Henderson will give a presentation on “Homeland Security and the Implications to the Engineering Community”.  The presentation will include background information on Federal efforts to protect against terrorism before and after the September 11th attacks, identify critical infrastructure sectors, and discuss evolving design standards.
