Spotlight On …  February’s Speaker





Gregg Lewis is a principal at SmithLewis Architecture located on Kirk Avenue in downtown Roanoke, Virginia.  With his wife and business partner Jennifer Smith Lewis and their associate Sharlyn Underwood, Gregg developed the First International Cradle to Cradle Housing Design and Construction Competition – or C2C Home - for the Council of Community Service’s Roanoke Regional Housing Network (� HYPERLINK "http://www.c2c-home.org" ��www.c2c-home.org�). The competition is based in part on the protocol described in William McDonough and Michael Braungart’s book Cradle to Cradle: Remaking the Way We Make Things (� HYPERLINK "http://www.greenblue.org" ��www.greenblue.org�).


Gregg received his Master of Architecture degree from Yale University School of Architecture.  Prior to joining Jennifer at SmithLewis Architecture, Gregg worked for the 1998 AIA Firm Award Recipient Centerbrook Architects and Planners (formerly Moore Grover and Harper of Roanoke’s Design 79, � HYPERLINK "http://www.centerbrook.com" ��www.centerbrook.com�). Gregg also worked with Balzer and Associates and HSMM in Roanoke.


SmithLewis Architecture is a United States Green Building Council member firm.  Gregg was the USGBC’s first LEED Accredited architect in Southwest Virginia.


Gregg is on the Executive Committee of the Arts Council of the Blue Ridge and is a Director of the Virginia Sustainable Building Network (� HYPERLINK "http://www.vahen.org" ��www.vahen.org�). He serves on an advisory board at Radford University. He has also served on the boards of the Blue Ridge Chapter of the American Institute of Architects, and the Dumas Drama Guild.
