Looking Back and Looking Ahead








As the 2007-2008 ASHRAE year is winding down hopefully each member is considering how this year in ASHRAE has been helpful to them and how they can be of service to our professional organization in the year to come.  This is an excellent time to call on members that have been with the Roanoke Chapter for several years and glean from their experiences.  





Calvin Witt, Chief Engineer with HSMM, has given us an opportunity to look back at his year as President of the Roanoke Chapter of ASHRAE for the 1987-88 year.





Q:  Looking back, has that experience helped you in your career?  Can you give us some insight into your thoughts on that?


A:  Being president of the Roanoke Chapter of ASHRAE was a leadership experience that helped prepare me for subsequent events in my career.  The Board of Governor’s meetings gave me experience at running meetings and learning to rely on the capabilities of my fellow officers and governors.  Leading the Chapter meetings gave me public speaking and presentation experiences which have helped me in selling my ideas to others throughout my career.  Asking volunteers to do the work of ASHRAE was always harder for me than directing paid employees.  My skills at persuasion where enhanced by this experience.  The president of a local chapter talks to a lot of people during his service year.  This helped me get to know people in the industry, both locally and regionally.  My network of contacts was much larger after my year as president.





Q:  Did you hold the offices of secretary, treasurer, vice-president and/or president elect prior to the position of president.  Did the earlier offices prepare you for the responsibilities of president?  Was there one of the earlier offices that made a specific difference in your career? 


A:  I came in the middle of rotation, and was asked to serve as vice-president due to someone else leaving the area.  I really had no idea what I had agreed to do, as the nominating committee had been a little short on details, especially the one about the vice president being in charge of chapter programs.  I still remember Bob Hockett showing up at the office to ask me “what programs have you lined up for the year?”  And my first ASHRAE scramble began.  I remember sitting down and making a list of the meeting dates, polling the Board of Governors and my fellow employees for ideas and potential speakers, and getting on the phone to line up the programs.  That experience taught me to ask a few more questions.  It also showed me that people were willing to help out when they were asked.





Q:  Do you recall a special event or occurrence from your year as president?  Do you remember any particular difficulty for the chapter during that period?


A:  The Roanoke Chapter has the Premier Award, meaning that we have achieved the Presidential Award of Excellence (PAOE) since our inception. At that time, we were the only chapter in the region with the Premier Award, and there was tremendous pressure to keep it. My first crisis was the Chapters Regional Conference (CRC) and getting my committee chairs to Scranton, PA to participate in the mandatory sessions.  Due to the distance and people being busy, this was a tremendous challenge, but once again the volunteers came through and we got the requisite PAOE points for CRC so we were on our way to a successful year and continued to hold on to the Premier Award.  Of course the special event that occurred during my presidential year was the birth of my daughter in February 1988.  Looking back, I had a lot of help juggling the responsibilities of fatherhood, work, and ASHRAE.





As Chapter Historian I want to thank Calvin Witt for his continued interest and support of the Roanoke Chapter of ASHRAE.  We appreciate the time he has taken and the thoughts he has shared with us in this leadership recall interview.

ASHRAE Launches Dues Program for Developing Countries





ATLANTA – To encourage membership outside North America, ASHRAE has launched a program that provides a decreased dues structure option for individuals residing in countries categorized as developing countries by the World Bank List of Economies statistics.





The program opens June 1 for new members qualifying for full Member or Associate Member grades. Existing members who are eligible can apply on their membership renewal date for 2009 memberships effective July 1.





For more information, visit � HYPERLINK "http://www.ashrae.org/membership" �www.ashrae.org/membership�. The program is applicable to more than 100 countries defined by the World Bank as low-income or lower-middle-income.





“By offering more affordable dues to members in developing countries, ASHRAE is expanding its reach into countries that can contribute to and benefit from the technology and information sharing in the Society,” Kent Peterson, ASHRAE president, said. “This will help in creating a worldwide best practices databank of innovative and successful technologies that can serve the HVAC&R community.”





The cost of the new program is $90 (USD) per year with benefits to include electronic-only monthly access to the ASHRAE Journal and ASHRAE Insights, and the annual ASHRAE Handbook in CD format. Members in eligible countries also can pay the full membership price of $165 (USD) and receive full benefits (ASHRAE Journal and Handbook in print).





The program is part of ASHRAE’s strategic plan, which calls for reaching global goals through increased membership. This reduced fee structure ensures that ASHRAE membership is fiscally feasible for potential members worldwide. A shift in membership benefits for this dues structure enables ASHRAE to offer this program while allowing the Society to remain financially healthy, ensuring many years of continued service to its diverse membership worldwide, according to Peterson.

Lessons from ASHRAE Roundtable on High-Performing Buildings Shared in Video





ATLANTA – Early involvement by all members of the building team is crucial to the success of high-performing buildings, according to panelists in a new video from ASHRAE.





“You can’t operate efficiently if the building hasn’t been designed with that in mind,” said Don Winston, P.E., director of technical services, The Durst Organization, Inc. “The operators will always win in the end. If you don’t design it in a way that it can be operated in accordance with its performance goals, it won’t be….it really goes back to the design process and a level of cooperation. Everyone has to be in on it, including the operations team, from day zero.”





Lessons learned in sustainable design can now been seen via a free online video at � HYPERLINK "http://www.ashrae.org/roundtable" �www.ashrae.org/roundtable�.  The video is a recording of a special roundtable, High-Performance Buildings: Lessons from the Leaders, originally presented at ASHRAE’s 2008 Winter Meeting.





The panelists discuss owner motivations, technical challenges, design choices and trade-offs, costs for these projects, and share perspectives about whether the expectations set early in the design process have been met once the buildings are occupied. 





The panelists include representatives of New York’s best-known owner/developer firms. along with the engineering designers who bring their projects to reality. Their projects include some of the most sustainable buildings in New York City, such as 4 Times Square, the Chrysler Center, One Bryant Park and the New York Times Headquarters.





“What does high performance mean?,” questions panelist Tom Scarola, director of engineering, Tishman Speyer. “Up until even a few years ago, buildings were designed very prescriptively based on meeting codes, not challenging whether they could perform better. What we do today is called high performance but it is just good and efficient design. It is reasonable to believe that the issue is no longer if it is a high-performance building, the question is how high. Building a high-performance building means never having to say you’re sorry.”





The panelists agree that it is essential that planning for the design, operation and maintenance of high performing buildings start early and involve all members of the building team. They also agree that designers and engineers should strive to incorporate new technologies and design methods.





“Put behind you what’ve done for the last 20 jobs,” suggests panelist Scott Frank, P.E., partner, Jaros Baum & Bolles. “Get in the habit of saying ‘how can we do this differently,’ ask ‘why not’ at every turn, worship the god of common sense, and be sure every decision and recommendation you make is backed up by rigorous engineering.”





Dan Nall P.E., senior vice president/director-advanced technologies, Flack + Kurtz addresses sustainability outside the U.S. market.





            “Perhaps the most informative experience I have had is working on projects in the Middle East, where the entire support infrastructure is being built at the same time as the buildings. This provides an opportunity to investigate the relations of multiple buildings to their support infrastructure and the opportunities that exist to create a complex cascading utilization of resources. The answer doesn’t lie in making individual green buildings – it lies in making green cities.”
